Critical conceptualism
The Paddington Reservoir Gardens is a project in the city of Paddington, Australia. It was a water storage reservoir in 1866 but its operation life ceased in 1899. Due to its deterioration, the Paddington was closed in 1990. Tonkin Zulaikha Greer architects were commission to renovate the space into an urban park. The architects envision different possibilities for the site. Instead of tear down the whole structure they keep some of the original brick vaults to show its historical value and heritage significance.  By embodying the existing artifacts in Albion we are not just reviving the existing conditions but sustaining the memory of the original purpose of the structure.
