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This board shows Albion's connection and position relative to the world.  In Albion the line between global and local is blurred due to the digital world and the ease of transportation.  Rural and urban also become one and the same as part of a "Glocal" world.  While Albion may be among cornfields it is still close and growing closer to the rest of the world.

I enjoyed the idea that the railroad used to bring people from Lincoln to Albion for the Boone County Fair.  The real value of this past amenity is that it connected two communities and, depending on the travel time, made them one.  The idea that the community is greater than that of just Albion is important.

The bus races and combine derby of the Boone County Fair are events that draw large groups of people, even from outside Boone County.   This Image highlights the people as the most important part of these events.
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The preceding images lead to the conclusion that expanding the community is important.  The reason to gather is important but if the trek becomes part of the event this is better.  An example of this is the "Taco Ride", a ten mile bike ride from Council Bluffs, IA to Mineola, IA for a Thursday night taco special and beer.  Hundreds participate every week in an event where the trek is just as important than the destination.  I would like to make Albion such a destination.
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
